Malin Bridge is a Community Primary school. The Infant and Junior schools amalgamated in
September 1992. We are now a 0 t50pupis, gged frengs s+doo | 6
11 years, accommodated in two buildings:- The Leslie Building (previously the Junior School) and

the Scarborough Building (previously the Infant School).

For the school year 2011/2012 there will be sixteen classes in the school, seven in the infant or
Scarborough Building and nine in the junior or Leslie Building. Each class at Malin Bridge Primary
S hool i's known by i tThesleasd atssaecshaard®s omagme. sed

Foundation Stage (4-5 years) i three Foundation Stage classes
Key Stage 1 (5-7 years) 7 two Y1 classes, one mixed Y1 & Y2 class and two Y2 classes
Lower Key Stage 2 (7-9 years) 1 two classes in Y3 and two classes in Y4

Upper Key Stage 2 (9-11 years) 1 two classes in Y5 and two classes in Y6

The statutory yearly admission number is 75. The school aims to keep the number of children in
each class below 30 although, during the current school year, there are some larger classes in
KS2. We plan to introduce an additional class in lower KS2 from September 2012 which will
reduce class sizes in this phase of schooland enable us to move the one KS1 class based in the
Leslie Building back across to the Scarborough Building

Great care is taken to ensure that the transition to secondary school is as happy
and smooth as possible, and we work closely in partnership with all of the schools that our pupils
move on to. During Y5 and Y6 years several activities are arranged in order to support the transfer
into the Secondary phase.

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%% How does a dmission work?

Eligibility for a school place

Often, because our admission number is 75 children per year, we can accommaodate all of the
children who would like to come to Malin Bridge. Where the Admissions Authority receives more
applications than there are places at a school, however, it has a criteria for prioritising the
applications to determine which applicants will be eligible for a school place. These are known as
over-subscription criteria.

Over -subscription Criteria
(for Sheffield Community Schools and Voluntary Controlled Schools)

The following oversubscription criteria confirm the priorities for admission to Sheffield Community
and Voluntary Controlled Primary Schools. The following criteria are consulted upon every year
and are approved by the Elected Members of the City Council.

Firstly, any child that has a statement of Special Educational Needs that names a specific school
must be offered a place there. The following oversubscription criteria outline the remaining
priorities for admission to Sheffield Community Schools

1. Looked After Children:

Pupils in public care (Looked After) who (A) are looked after at the time an application for a
school is made or (B) will be looked after at the time when the child is admitted to school.

The City Council has a statutory duty to prioritis e admission for children in public care.

2. Catchment Area & Sibling:

Children who live in the catchment area at the latest date for receiving applications and who
apply for a place will be considered next. Catchment area children who have siblings
attending the preferred school or linked junior school will be prioritised above other
catchment applicants.

3. Catchment Area:

Children living in the catchment area for the preferred school that do not have a sibling
attending, will be considered next.

Catchment areas can be checked at www.sheffield.gov.uk/pupiladmissions.

4. Brothers or Sisters:

A sibling is defined as a child who permanently or usually lives at the same address as:-
| a brother and/or sister
i a stepbrother and/or stepsister (to include half brothers/sisters)

and in both cases will attend the preferred school at the point of entry . In addition where
the requested school is an infant school, the attendance of an older sibling at the linked
junior school will be included.

5. Other Applications:

Any child who does not fit into one of the above categories will be considered next. Places
will be allocated up to the published indicated admission number.

Admission Dates

Parents and carers can now choose which point of entry into school they would like for their child.

At present, Malin Bridge continues to offer two points of entry, as it has done for a number of

years. Children can start school, in Foundation Stage, in either the September or the January of

the school year in which they turn five. The information below, about applying for a place in

You can now submit an online application for a place in reception for 2012/2013.

T You will be notified of the outcome of your application on 11th April 2012.

If you would li ke your child to come to Malin Bridge or require any support and advice about

admission to school, please contact the school office who will be able to help you. Parents and
carers are encouraged to visit Malin Bridge if they are considering sending their children here.

Introduction to School

Parents and carers will be invited to a meeting, with the headteache r and teaching staff before
their child starts school. This provides an opportunity to discuss any concerns and ensure that
each child has as smoah a start to their school life as possible. At these meetings details and
dates of entry into school will be given to parents, including a programme of transition activities
and events which will, wherever possible, include school staff visiting the child in any current
provision. If any child requires a variation to the usual admission arrangements, for example
additional transition activities or a more staggered entry to school, this can be arranged. As with
any aspect of starting school, parents and carers should talk to us so that we can work together to
best meet the needs of their child.

Punctuality and Attendance

It is vital that we work together to make sure that children are in school and learn ing as much as
they possibly can be. There are, of course, times when children need to be absent from school
and we will always work closely with families to help as much as we can when this is the case.
Whilst it is important to be in school at the right time, so that no learning is missed, we would
al ways rather someone was lifahildren arhva afterd9:08amétliey c ot
should report to the school office so they can be registered and their dinner o ption be recorded for

that day.

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AtMal i n Bridge we talk to the children about att
when we are feeling unwell we ask ourselves fiwc
designed to acknowledge that there are times when we need to be off school but that we should

make the same effort to attend every day that we would for an extra-special day. We try to raise

the profile of the importance of having the best possible attendance , and cel ebrate
achievements, by having different attendance awards, for individuals, classes and year groups.

Absenc e and lliness

Please remember to inform school before 9.00am or as soon as possible if your child is absent.
Parents and carers can leave a message on the answer phone if they wish to phone before office
hours. If we are not aware that a child is absent, but they are not in school, the school office will
contact you to ensure that your child is safe. If you know that your child will be absent for more
than one day, please inform us during that first contact call. If you need to take your child out of
school during the day, for example to a medical appointment, a bsence passes should be collected
from the school office. Children do become ill at school occasionally. Please ensure that the
contact information we have in school is up to date and please inform the office if your details
change.

According to advice, children should stay at home when they are suffering from:
T Vomiting & Diarrhoea (Children should not _return to school until 48 hou rs after the last episode )
Persistent or strange sounding cough;
Yellowish skin or jaundice eyes;
Headache and stiff neck, particularly if the child is irritable and generally unwell;
Unusual spots or rashes;
Sore throat or trouble swallowing;
Infected skin patches;
Severe itching of body or scalp (except for eczema);

Pregnant women may be at risk if they have been in close contact with children suffering from
Chicken Pox, Rubella (German Measles) or Slapped Cheek Syndrome. We advise you to seek
medical advice at the earliest opportunity if you feel that your child may have any of these
conditions and inform the school office if your child is diagnosed with any of the above illnesses.

Medicines in School

Children should not bring any medicines to school unless there are special crcumstances and
these should be agreed with the Head Teacher. Where medication is required for eight days or
more, the school will draw up a Health Care Plan with parents/carers, who will need to complete a

parental agreement form. Where medication is required for less than eight days parents/carers
need to complete a parental agreement form, which can be obtained from the school office, and

discuss the arrangements with a school first aider.

Please note that school can only administer medicines that have been prescribed by a doctor,
dentist, nurse prescriber or pharmacist prescriber and are as originally dispensed (e.g. in their

original container which shows the dosage and patient information).




If your child needs antibiotics it is often possible to organise the doses so that they can be taken
before and after school (e.g. in three doses or less each day). If the prescribed doses require one
to be taken in the school day, contact the school office to complete a parental agreement form
and discuss arrangements with a first aider, as above.

Term Time Holidays

We strongly recommend that parents do not take children out of school in term time as this can
have an impact on their progress and achievement. This is especially relevant at the start of the
school year, when children are in different classes with new teachers, and in May when National
Curriculum tests (often called SATs) are taking place in Y2 and Y6. Absence for holidays will not
be granted at these times for affected pupils. There is also an agre ement amongst local schools
that holiday requests will not be authorised when the child it refers to already has attendance
below 90% or has already exceeded ten days of holiday absence in the current academic yeatr. If
a holiday request cannot be authorised the school will contact you to explain the circumstances.

If you wish to take your child on holiday during term time , request and complete a holiday request
form, which is available from the school office. Please ensure at least five days notice is given
before the proposed holiday. If a holiday request is not authorised the absence will be marked as
unauthorisedh ol i day on your <c¢chil dodés attendance record

Safequarding Children

Staff in school, by law, have a duty to report any concerns that they may have that any child may

be suffering significant harm, particularly as a consequence of possible abuse. It is a Department

for Education requirement that each school in the country nominates a senior member of staff

who will have special responsibility for Child Protection. In Sheffield, this member of staff is

known as the Child Protection Liaison Officer and must have been in receipt of advanced
safeguarding training. At Malin Bridge the Child Protection Liaison Officeris Stephen Betts and the
Deputy Child Protection Liaison Officer is Robbie McGrath They are supported by three other

senior staff who have also received advanced safeguarding training. These people, Jackie
McDermott, Sarah Collingham and Chris Hague, are cakd Child Protection Liaison Teachers

The school has a policy on Safeguarding, which has been agreed by the Governing Body. As a
school, we have close contacts with the School
any or all of who may become involved if abuse is suspected or alleged.

The school has a responsibility to collate basic information such as who has parental responsibility
for a child, and to pass this information to the relevant agencies if so requested. In the event of
an investigation into possible child abuse, the school has a duty to cooperate with the
investigating agencies to the best of their ability to promote the welfare of the child. Whilst the
school will always attempt to work in partnership with parents and carers, and try to ensure that
they are fully informed of, and participate in, any action concerning their child, if there is a conflict
of interest; the welfare of the child must be the paramount consideration.

School takes very seriously the appointingofnewst af f and f ol l ows the 0Ss
from the Local Authority. Our staff and volunteers are CRB checked to ensure all our pupils stay
safe.

%% What will children learn?

The Foundati on Stage (children 3 - 5 vears)

The period from age three to the end of Reception year is described as the Foundation Stage. It
is a distinct stage and important both in its own right and in preparing children for later schooling.

The curriculum for the Foundation Stage underpins all future learning, being organised at present
into six areas of learning, see below, which are covered over two years. In the first year of
Foundation Stage children attend nursery or Pre School (Foundations Sage 1 - FS1) and in the
second they start school (Foundations Stage 1 - FS2). The youngest classes at Malin Bridge
Primary are FS2 classes and we work closely with the different FS1 providers, including Malin
Bridge PreSchool , to support chiol drends transition i

At Malin Bridge Primary school we strive to provide an engaging, relevant and broad curriculum
which develops the childrentés skills to overco
around the objectives set out in the national curriculum which covers the following subjects:
English, Mathematics, Science, Technology, (including Information Communication), History,
Geography, Art, Music, Physical Education, Personal Social Health Education, Modern Foreign
Language and Religious Education.

As a school we have created themes that pr omo
develop their skills within different subject areas through a shared context. We are happy to share

our curriculum documents which outline the themes undertaken by d ifferent year groups during

di fferent times of the academic year. We devel
they can apply skills in one subject area to overcome challenges and achieve in another.

Alongside our commitment to providing an e njoyable and interesting curriculum, we also have a
rigorous approach to progress. The objectives set out in the national curriculum have been
appropriately designated to different year groups, making sure that as a child develops at Malin
Bridge they are continually developing new skills; whilst having the opportunity to consolidate
things they have already learnt. We ensure the children are able to share their understanding and
successes in a variety of ways, children at Malin Bridge are given a variety of opportunities to
achieve.




We aspire to provide children with memorable experiences through educational visits, expert
visitors to school, residential visits, community events and lots of practical learning. We utilise a
variety of ICT to inspire and support the children as well as providing them with different ways of
sharing their learning.

The school has been awarded the Basic Skills Primary Quality Mark for its high standard of
teaching and learning in literacy and numeracy. The Quality Mark is about the essential skills
children need throughout their lives, such as reading, writing, spelling and number work.

Religious Education and Collective Worship

All staff and children meet for daily collective worship, which takes a variety of forms. The
content of our assemblies encourages a positive school ethos of tolerance, caing and
understanding for all. Assemblies are used to reinforce and develop our school standards.

Religious Education is taught throughout school and is based upon the Sheffield Agreed Syllabus
within the National Curriculum. Parents have a legal right to exempt their child from collective
worship and RE and should consult with us if they wish to do so. Alternative arrangements will be
made if necessary.

Sex Education

Sex and relationship education is the aspect of the curriculum concerned with the process of
growing up and maturing physically and emotionally. Our aim is that children are prepared to

meet the range of changes in their lives with accurate information and the confidence and skills to

make healthy choices. The materials used through school are those commonly used in schools
within the city and are available for parents and carers to view and discuss. Parents and carers
have the right to with draw their children from sex education, but we would, as ever, encourage

any parent or carer to discuss their concerns with the school first.

Additional Needs

During their time in primary school many children will have additional needs that will require some
form of provision. Some of these needs will be short term and some will remain but the school is
committed to meet the needs of all pupils.

The progress of children who have a Special Educational Need (SEN) will be monitored closely.
SEN needs arewide ranging and are, in the first instance, met in the classroom (School Action).

When it is considered t significadt, ard loutsidel agencies and duppora r e
is sought (School Action Plus), parents and carers will be invited to termly review meetings.
Occasionally a childds needs wil/l be deemed, b

merit a Statement of Educational Needs. Parents and carers, if they have any questions or
concerns, are encouraged to contact Sarah Collingltam (SEN Caoordinator 1 referred to as SENCO)
or Chris Hague (Provision Ceordinator).

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Assessment

The progress that children have made and the level of attainment that they have achieved is
assessed throughout their time in school. At Malin Bridge we monitor the progress that pupils are
making constantly to ensure that their learning is tailored to meet their needs.

During the time that children spend at primary school, there are also three specific points of
statutory assessment. The attainment of children at these points, which come at the end of each
Key Stage of learning and are listed below, are recorded nationally.

1 Foundation Stage Profile (FSP)

children are generally five years of age. It is based on the observations of the staff and does not
include 6testingd.

1 Key Stage One National Curriculum  Tests ( often called SATS)
The KS1 SATs are completed at the end of Y2, when dildren are generally seven years of age,
and provide information about their attainment at the end of the two years of key stage one.
Children do complete some O6testsd in reading,
support the assessment of the teacher, which is the recorded level.

1 Key Stage Two National Curriculum  Tests ( often called SATS)
The KS2 SATs are completed at the end of Y6, when children are generally eleven years of age,
and provide information about their attainment at the end of t he four years of key stage two.
Children complete O6testsd in reading, writing
been marked externally and this has been the level that is recorded. This year the writing level will
be based on teacher assessnent, as it is in KS1, and the reading and mathematics will be based
on the externally marked test.

Once children have left the Foundation Stage, their attainment is measured against national
curriculum levels. The diagram below shows how they progress as they move through primary
school. It also includes the levels that are considered to be nationally average (or expected) at
different ages. Whilst this is useful, to help everyone to understand how a level compares to
children of the same age across the country, we should always remember that the most important
thing is that children are making appropriate progress from their own starting point.

Homework should support the learning that is happening in school.

Over the year homework will contain many different types of activity.

This may include activities which support child
maths. It may also prepare children for learning that is happening in class or follow on from

classroom learning, especially in topics. Homework will often be week to week but sometimes will

include longer term projects.

Homework should have a feedback slip so that children, parents and carers have an
easy way to communicate with the teacher about the homew ork.

Homework will have a slip on the bottom which can be used by children, parents or carers to tell
the teacher anything that it would be good for them to know. This could, for example, be to
explain that the child found it difficult or needed a lot of s u p p o ar that €was enjoyable, was
done independently or that you were proud of the effort that they put in. Anything!

Homework should be responded to.

Teachers will respond to homework. Sometimes this will be in the lesson that homework feeds
into and sometimes this will be through marking and returning it.

We believe that extended learning, sometimes also called extra-curricular, opportunities play a key
role in the development of our c hildren. We seek to provide as many opportunities as we can for
children to extend their learning and discover and celebrate their talents and interests.

What e xt ended learning opportunities will my child have?

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Extended Learning

When we talk about extended learning this encompasses learning that takes place outside the
routine of school. Sometimes this will involve activities that enhance learning within the traditional
school day, for example school trips or visitors in school, and sometimes this will happen outside
the traditional school day, for example aft er-school clubs.

During this school year we are, with the support of our PTA, trying to support each year group to
develop a greater number of extended learning activities within the school day by providing a
budget to support this. This budget is used to cover or partly cover the cost to parents of these
activities, which will generally involve whole classes or year groups.

During their time at Malin Bridge we would also like every child to have the opportunity to
participate regularly in school shows, performances and other events that share their talents with
the school community. Within year groups this will involve events which give the children the
opportunities to share their learning, for example inviting parents and carers to a coffee morning.
Within each phase of school this will also involve an annual school performance. In this school
year our Foundation Stage children and our KS1 (Y1 and Y2) children will each perform a
Christmas Show, our lower KS2 children (Y3 and Y4) will perform a show at the end of the spring
term and the upper KS2 children (Y5 and Y6) will perform a show at the end of the summer term.
Typically, in each show, the older year group will take the lead.

Extended learning opportunities outside the school day are provided by both staff and external
providers. These activities, which are optional, are often targeted at specific age groups and have
a limited number of places. Some involve a cost to parents but many are free to take part in. This
year we are attempting to map thes e activities out to ensure that children in all parts of school
have opportunities that support different aspects of their learning.

Educational Visits

Educational visits and trips are frequently arranged to enhance and extendt he chi | dr eno
Parents and carers will be informed about these trips with as much notice as possible, although
sometimes opportunities will present themselves at shorter notice. At present parents and carers

are asked to provide a permission for the school year which covers local visits but will be asked for
specific permission for trips further afield. Although some trips are free, many will involve costs

and in this case parents and carers will be asked for a voluntary contribution, discussed below.

During their time at Malin Bridge children will also have the opportunity to take part in residential
visits. This year the Y6 children are visiting Kingswood in the Spring term and the Y4 children are
visiting Castleton in the summer, as they did last year. We are also adding a short overnight Y2
visit to Whirlow Farm, which will come at the end of the year and be part of the transition to Y3.
We believe that residential visits offer children a fantastic opportunity and experience and we are
very grateful to the commitment of our staff in making them possible.

Charaging Policy

Under the terms of the Education Reform Act 1988, schools are not allowed to charge for activities
offered to pupils during the school day, though the school may ask for voluntary contributions. If
your childés class is involved in an educati on.
make a voluntary contribution. It will be made clear whether the visit is dependent upon
voluntary contributions being made. If the visit takes place, a Il children in the class will go,
whether or not the parents have made a voluntary contribution.

School m eals

Children have the option to have a school lunch. They are good value and nutritious, wit h

There is always a vegetarian alternative and weekly menus are displayed around school

and sent home periodically by the catering company. The payment for school meals
should be made in a seal ed enlkisvVerypeipfuloitheh your
school office if you are able to do this in advance on Mondays. There is also the option to

pay for a half or full term. At present the cost of a school lunch is £1.98p per day.

Free School Meals

Children are entitled to Free School meals if parents are claiming Income Support or Job
Seekers Allowance (Income Based). Parents of children who are in receipt of Child Tax
Credit, and whose annual income (as assessedby Inland Revenue) does not exceed
£16,190, will be entitled to free school meals.

Packed lunches

Children have the option to bring a packed lunch. If your child has a packed lunch they
will need a named lunch box. As there is a shortage of space, it is helpful if lunch
containers are not carried in large bags. Please do not send your child with a fizzy drink
or sweets. Children are encouraged to bring home food they have not eaten, providing it
is not messy (for example open yoghurts, etc.), so that parents and carers know what
they have eaten.

Home lunches

If your child goes home at lunchtime they should return via the school office, who will
direct them whether to go directly to class or join their class lining up on the playground.

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Milk & Snacks

School milk is available to all children. The Education Authority sets the cost of this milk
each term. Milk should be ordered and paid for by the deadline at the end of the
previous term. Reception children are entitled to free milk until their fifth birthday and
children who are entitled to Free School Mealsare also entitled to free milk.

Children may bring a small healthy snack to eat at morning break. Fruit is ideal for this
snack and children are not allowed to have sweets or chewing gum in school at any time.
Infant children (e.g. year groups up to and including Y2) receive a portion of free fruit
daily.

Adv erse Weather Conditions

The school will always make every effort to remain open during bad weather and will be
open for all pupils if we are open at all (e.g. no partial closure). We are very conscious
that it is important for schools to open so that parents and carers, some of whom will

hold critical posts within the city, are able to get to work.

In the event of adverse weather conditions, usually snow, please listen to Radio Hallam
and Radio Sheffield for updates on school closures, look out for text alerts from Parent
Mail (the school office can sign parents and carers up to this free service) and check our
school website. We endeavor, whenever possible, to make decisions about school closure
as early as possible to prevent un-necessary journeys and enable parents and carers to
make suitable arrangements.

If the adverse weather conditions develop during the school day we should stress that
we are unable to allow children to leave with other parents and carers without
permission.

Student Placements

We are committed, as a school, to play a full role in the training and development of

future generations of teachers and teaching assistants. We work closely in partnership

with Sheffield Hallam University and local colleges to provide placements for a range of
trainees. Dur i ng vy o u dge thdyimhydvellsvork witmlaitialaTeachdra | i n B
Training and Graduate Teacher Training students, plus a wide range of students on

support staff placements. Naturally, all students are supported by school mentors and

work closely with our existing staff.
